The Reepham Society

A registered charity, the Society was established as a local amenity association in 1976 to stimulate public interest in Reepham, Hackford, Kerdiston, Salle, and Whitwell. 

Although independent, we are a member of the Council for the Protection of Rural England, a national organisation representing similar interests but on the larger canvas. 

The Reepham Society's prime objects are to promote high standards of planning and architecture, as well as to secure the preservation and improvement of features that are of historical interest. We also keep a watch on activities and developments that are likely to affect our area. This function is carried out by a Planning Committee, separate from the Executive Committee but set up by it.
In support of its objectives the Society arranges public meetings at which speakers make presentations on topics broadly related to the natural and built environment especially in the Reepham area. In the past it produced newsletters and specially commissioned publications on the same topics. It has also provided four public notice boards and set up a website (Reepham.org.uk). 
Although it is not a history society, some past members were very interested in the history of Reepham and the Society has been given a variety of documents and other items that may be of historical interest. These items remain to be properly catalogued.
In its early days the Society was also given ownership of the bowling green when it was purchased by public subscription from the brewery that owned the Sun Inn. 

We are non-party political, non-sectarian, and non-profit making being financed entirely by members' subscriptions Membership stands at just over 100 households, about 160 people. Although most members live locally, residence is not a criterion of membership. Some members live outside the locality.
